During the 'Iroliday season, 

while most people are engrossed 
with Christmas, the Jews are 
thinking of Chanukah (or Ha- 
nukah). Contrary to the belief 
of tbe majority of Christians, 
that ahanukab is the Jewish 
Christmas, Chanukah  hasn't  the 
slightest resemblance to Christ- 
mas in idea, participation or 
length. 

Chanukah  always  occurs dur- 
ing the months of November or 
December.  Because its date is 
based on the solar  calendar 
used by Jews for five tlmusand 
yearn, the date  fluctuates on 
our  "Christian  calendar." 

Chanukah is often  called the 
Feast of Lights or the  Feast of 
Dedication. It commemorates 
the  rededication of the Temple 
by luddas Maaabeu8 and his 
soldqiers. The  temple  had for- 
merly been captured by the 
King of Persia,  Antiocbus Epb 
phanes. The King tried to 
change the Jew's worship by 
setting up idols in the temple. 

The eternal light had &ea 
extinguished by the Persians, 
and, when the Jews lighted it 
once k, they could find only 
emugh oil fo last one day:

What 
many of you  haven't noticed i s  
that Dale has SI trailer hitch 
on it, with which be tows  one 
of  four  midget  racers the Ran- 
son family owns! The two fast- 
est  midgets are  identical on 
the  outside, but one has a 
fueloin jected Ford flathead, 
while the other 'boasts a fuel- 
injected Chew II four.cylinder 
motor. Both motors  have a 1M). 
cu. in. displacement. The Chew 
Ii is the first of its kind in the 
Northwest. 

These cars are eligible to 
race on all oval tracks in the 

Northwest. The car in the pic- 
ture,  owned by a  Glacier Higb 
School senior, has been clocked 
at  l35mph on the  7OO-f00t 
straightaway of E v e r g r e e n  
Speedway, the largest oval 
track in the Northwest.
