A.S.H.C.  officers'  election for 
the 1W-6S school yew  will be 
held April 17 from 8 a.m.  to. 
5 p.m. Petitions for the of- 
fices of  student body  president, 
viceapresident,  secretary, tkas- 
urcr and sophomre c h  pres- 
ident will be available April 6 
with petitions  due April 8. Re- 
quirement for voting is an 
A.S.B. card  and it is hoped 
that there will be a  voting ma- 
chine  used. 

Nomination  of candidates 
must be by 'a petition signed 
by at  least 20 members of the 
student  body or by  a  Nominat- 
ing Committee  appointed  by 
the  Executive  Council. Any can- 
didate must be a  member of 
A.S.B.  and a matriculated stu- 
dent carrying a minimum of 12 
credit hours. He should  main- 
tain (preceding  his  nomination 
and during tenure of office) a 
grade point average of 2.00. 

Campaigning for offices will 
be opened April 9 and  closed 
April 17, voting day. The fol- 
lowing guidelines must be 
followed .during the  election 
campaign: 

I. Campaign si& map not 
be  attached  to the cciliags, 
floors or windows of any build- 
ing on  campus.

5. All signs  posted  on  cam- 
pus must be  east of the main 
Glacier buildings in the area 
of the college  portables. 

6. Any campaigning  involv- 
ing loud  noises  must be re- 
stricted  to the period when 
classes are changing. This must 
not interfere  with classroom . 
instruction. 

7. All signs shall  be  removed 
from the campus within two 
days after the election is over. 

After the elections, the newly- 
elected  officers will confer with 
the old  officers about the fol- 
lowing year and will attend the 
Community  College  Leadership

Greene Talks 
On China 

Felix Greene,  a prominent lec- 
turer and authority on  China, 
Asia  and related subjects, will 
speak  Monday, March 2, at 2 
o'clock  p.m. in the Glacier High 
School  multi-purpose  room. '€his 
is the seventh  'program in the 
Artist and Lecture series spon- 
sored by Highline College. The 
title,of Mr. Greene's lecture will 
be,  "China  Revisited."

4 New Courses Added 
Several  new courses are be- 

ing planned for spring quarter 
according  to Dr. David Story, 
director of technical  education 
and  community  services. The 
additions will include  Education 
110, General Business 80, PO- 
lice Science 100 and Basic 
Mountaineering. 

The first course, Education 
110, will be offered in the  day 
program. I t  is  an introductim 
to  education  and will carry 
three credits. "Plans call fir 
two. lectures per week  and  one 
lab period per week,"  accord- 
ing to Dr. Shirley Gordon,  di- 
rector of curriculum, who will 
teach  the  course. 

She  continued, "The. lab pe- 
riod will be spent in working 
in -classes of the Highline 
School District t.0 give the stu- 
dent  an  opportunity  to  get as 
much of a  background as pos- 
sible  on a career in education." 
The course is limited to  sopho- 
mores. Information will be 
available at pre-registr a  t i o n 
time. 

General Business 80, an in- 
troductory  course in marketing, 

will be offered ' Tuesday  and 
Thursday  evenings and will 
carry 5 credits. Mr. L e s  Schuller 
will teach this course. 

Police Science 100, in intro- 
duction  to law enforcement, 
will also be offered in the 
evening  program  and will be 
open  to  college  students who 
are considering  a  career in law 
enforcement. I t  will 'be taught 
by Inspector  Glenn York. 

.Basic Mountaineering will bo 
a  community  service offering 
in the evening. i t  is  a non- 
credit class of seven lectures, 
four field trips,  and four climbs. 
Neal J a c q u e s, experienced 
mountaineer, will teach the 
course. 
"If these evening courses 

draw sufficient interest from 
the students,  we  could  expand 
this sort of offering in future 
quarters,"  according  to Dr. 
Story. Evening brochures will 
be sent  to  those living in the 
immediate district. Those out- 
side the general Highline area 
may leave a  request fer an 
evening bulletin in room 402.
