A committee formed by Dr. Allan has 
decided to spend the money  on furniture and  has  accepted  an offer 
from  Frederick and  .Nelson  -which will provide  a  revised furniture 
arrangement- . 

"The  new  furnitare,v stated Mr. Slaughter, "will be placed in 
the  center of the lounge area and will consist of a number of 
lamps  and stuffed &a@ 

"Also,  plans are formulating as  to a  calor  change of the two 
end  walls. 

"We think we  have used the money  wisely,  and  perhaps  we 
#ill be 'able  to  obtain additional Nnds in the  near future."
