The drive, which will be  con- 
tinued for two more school  days 
(through  November 22), is be- 
ing sponsored by the sophomore 
class. I t  is hqwd that every 
student will bring  at least one 
can of food in an effort to  make 
this drive a  great success (as 
well as the prospect of beating 
Green  .River). 

All food should be turned in 
to  the  student activities office 
at the north end of the lounge. 

The day after the contest 
ends  *Wednesday, November 23, 
the total amount of goods re- 
ceived will be weighed rather 
than counted  and the victor will 
be determined. The food will 
then ;be taken to the Seattle In- 
dian Bureau where it will be 
distributed to those in need. 

Whenever there is a contest, 
it naturally follows that  the 
winner will receive some type 
of  reward. Not wishing  to  stray 
from the path of tradition, the 
leaders of the two competing 
sohools  lbave conferred and 
come up with what they think 
is  a  suitable prize: one dance- 
expenses paid. 

The dance will be held on 
Wednesday, November 23, from 
9 to $12 p.m. in the Highline 
College Pavilion. The band and 
the policemen will be hired by 

the  Thunderbirds, but i f  we 
win the canned  food drive the 
Cators  would  have  to  reimburse 
us for all the expenses. I f  we 
lose, of course,  we  keep all the 
receipts. 

Drcss for the dance will be 
school  clothes, with thc  usual 
accent  on  neatness. I t  is em- 
phasized that only ru bber-soled 
shoes will .be permitted in the 
pavilion, so if you  have  none, 
be sure  to  wear goad  sock&' 
the ones without holes. No one 
will be admitted into the dance 
without presentation of their 
A.S;B. card. 

Rules for the drive are post- 
ed all over campus. but if you 
have not had occasion  to  look 
them  over,  they  are: 1. Contest 
ends  Tuesday, November 22. 
2. .Food may be collected  by 
Highline and Green River stu- 
dents  only. 3. No college or Club 
funds n a y  be used  to  purchase 
the food.. 4. No publication or 
advertisememt of the  drive is 
permitted outside campus. 5; 
No rperishable foods will be ac- 
cepted: although dried, foods 
such as cereal and rice will be. 

The student officers of High- 
line College feel that a great 
deal of enthusiasm and spirit 
will be generated between High- 
line and Green 'River by this 
drive as well as making this a 
Thanksgivhg mrth remember- 
ing not only for those  who 
.benefit by it, but for those  who 
so generously contribute.
