A  five program lecture 
series entitled  A  Profiie  of Health 
Care Insurance for All Ages is 
being  presented  by  the Depart- 
ment  of community Services  of 
Highline  College this quarter. 

These  programs will be held 
on  Wednesday  nights from 7 to 9 
P.M. in the Lecture Hall on  the 
Highline  college campus. The 
first program, which  was  last 
Wednesday, featured guest 
speaker T.R Seifert of  the King 
County Medical Corp. 

The  next  session will be A ril 
10  and will feature  guest s&er 
Robert  F'lynn, of the Regional 
Health Planning council  and 
Federal legislation in the  health 
care  field.  Another  speaker at 
that  session will be Harold 
Goetsch  of  the  Washington  Hos- 
pital Senrice  Association,  who 
will speak  mainly  on  the  Blue 
CtQSS. 

The third session will take 
place on April 17th  and will 
feature  Russell W. Fulgham of
